� Steanne Solutions Lone Worker system is designed 
to ensure the safety of isolated personnel via eith er 
a mobile phone or PDA

� The automated monitoring system requests 
responses from users at preset intervals, alerting an 
operator if no response is obtained

� Built-in mapping ( Multimap TM) enables GPS-based 
tracking of each user

If this occurs, the user should be phoned to 
check if OK

Enables confirmation that 
contact has been made with 
the user

Yes - confirms OK and 
resets user status
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A PANIC alarm facility is available if 
a user is in need of urgent 
assistance

Pressing the button 
will activate the 
Panic alarm

When pressed, the button colour 
changes to indicate that the alarm 
has now been activated

The PANIC alarm has now been 
activated and a signal sent to the 
administrator 



The Administrator has been alerted that a 
Panic alarm has been activated (audible 
and visible alarm)

Urgent attempts should now be made to 
contact this user

The location for that user 
should be selected



Aerial view may be selected 
instead of the map

User location



Clear the Panic alert once 
contact has been made or 
the situation is resolved

If no contact can be made 
with the user, emergency 
procedures should be started



Panic status cleared 
back to normal



Start and finish times, 
monitoring interval times 
and the days to be 
monitored can be set for 
each user

An audit report is available 
for users and dates
